Endurance GB Northumberland & Tyneside Group
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The Northumberland & Tyneside group of Endurance GB (EGB) ‘4 for the North’ Competition had its second qualifying event at the Ullswater Ride on Sunday 1st April.

Ullswater has wonderful scenery and views and on the day, with clear blue skies, riders could see breathtaking views over the Lake District hills and the Pennines. The ride started through lovely parkland, past a ruined castle, over grassy paths, fords, and then over the fell, rising to a dizzy height of 671m. Once again, the route was reversed from earlier years, as this route proved so popular with riders. It made a steeper ascent and more gradual descent and in some people’s opinion it was much more difficult but others disagreed.
Despite this the ride posted some good results with numerous finishers gaining good grades in each class.

The ‘4 for the North’ competition has two classes:

The “COTTEE” class is open to N&T members only and covers rides of between 32km and 52 km. This trophy was donated by Mrs Doreen Cottee in memory of her husband Ken who himself enjoyed the sport of endurance riding with his Arab horse Ashraaf.

The “BEDMAX” class is open to any EGB or SERC member that competes in the 48 km and over rides at eligible events. BEDMAX is a high quality bedding made specifically for horses from renewable soft timber to give all the natural benefits of wood shavings, while eliminating the dust and spores that can do so much damage to a horse's health. http://www.haymax.co.uk
Points are awarded for each completed ride based on the speed, distance and more importantly the horse’s final heart rate. The fitter the horse the more points it acquires. With recent changes to EGB rules this competition is one of a few in the country that takes speed in to account, a crucial element for those riders looking to progress to or train for Endurance rides.

The competition includes 10 rides throughout the North and Borders and the horse’s best four results count towards the trophy.

Due to last years popularity the sponsors have increased their sponsorship to include a cash prize and rosettes to third place in the COTTEE class and prizes and rosettes to third place in the BEDMAX class.
