3. Name four riders who rode in the North West Team in both 2014 and 2015? (4

4. What combination (horse and rider) won the Cowhey Trophy for 2014? (2 points)  
 
5. How much do our special horse rugs cost? (1 point)  
 
 
The final 14 questions take the form of a picture quiz.
